----    for Co-organizing “Greater China eHealth Forum” in Hong Kong in 2011 

After more than a year of avid preparation, the MOU 
between CHIMA and eHCL was signed in Beijing on 29 
January for the collaboration on Greater China eHealth Forum.  
The first Greater China eHealth Forum will be held in Hong 
Kong in 2011; followed by the second Forum to be held in 
Beijing in 2012. 
 
The Forum aims at raising the awareness of ehealth and 
health informatics; promoting ehealth development, project 
collaboration and experience sharing among Mainland China, 
Hong Kong, Macau and Taiwan; introduction of new 
technologies and international standards; encouraging 
cooperation between domestic and foreign regions on 
medical informatics and internationalization of standards.  
The Forum will bring together representatives of 
authoritative and renowned ehealth/medical informatics 
organizations in the Greater China Region as members of the 
Forum’s Organizing Committee, and will invite international 
experts to form an Advisory Committee where they will 
provide professional guidance on the preparation and 
scientific program of the event.  
 
Dr Winnie Tang, Chairperson of eHealth Consortium Steering 
Committee, and Professor Li Baoluo, Executive Vice Chairman 

of CHIMA, agreed that the structure and operation of hospital 
care between Mainland China and Hong Kong are significantly 
different.  eHealth development achieved by the Hong Kong 
Government has played a leading role for hospitals in 
Mainland China to share its successful experience in 
management system and electronic medical records, etc. 
 
The first Organizing Committee meeting will be held in May 
2010 when the discussion on event themes and related topics 
will commence.

深入瞭解和經驗交流，引進海內外醫療資訊化的先進經驗

及國際標準，分享推廣電子健康的經驗，促進國內外在醫

療資訊化領域的合作和相關國際標準的使用及完善等。論

壇將滙聚大中華地區各地具權威性和代表性的醫療及資訊

科技機構，組成大中華電子健康論壇組織委員會，並設立

一個國際專家顧問委員會，提供各方對活動籌備、學術交

流及專案開發等多方面的意見。 

 

香港電子健康聯盟指導委員會主席鄧淑明博士及中國醫院

協會信息管理專業委員會常務副主任委員李包羅教授皆認

為，中國大陸地區與香港地區的醫院組織結構與運作形式

新醫改方案的出臺成為我國醫療衛生信息化發展二十幾年來的里程碑，使醫療服務為主體的局部信息化建設轉向以區域性醫藥衛

生信息化建設的新階段。目前我國還無法從國家級、省級大範圍的統一規劃展開，只能是小範圍的試點展開，經濟和信息化水平較高

的地區，開展的更加快速和深入，經濟和信息化水平落後地區開展起來相對困難些。 

一、    標準與規範 

衛生部十分注重信息標準和規範等基礎建設工作，包括許多與區域衛生信息化建設相關的內容。 

2007年發佈《醫院信息基本數據集標準》、《公共衛生基本數據集標準》等多個基礎數據編碼標準。 

2009年發佈了《健康檔案基本架構與數據標準》、《電子病歷基本架構與數據標準》、《基於健康檔案的區域衛生信息平臺建設指

南》、《基於健康檔案的區域衛生信息平臺建設技術解決方案》、《衛生系統電子認證服務管理辦法》、《電子病歷管理規範》、《綜合

衛生管理信息平臺建設指南》等。 

2010年會發佈《基於電子病歷的醫院信息系統建設指南》。 

二、    CHIMA對全國60個區域衛生信息化項目調查情況 

據不完全統計，目前全國有近百個區域衛生信息化項目在開展。截止到2009年11月，CHIMA（中國醫院協會信息管理專業委員

會）對全國的60個區域衛生信息化的項目進行了調查，調查內容包括項目名稱、覆蓋人口、涉及醫療機構數量、資金投入、進展

情況、項目來源、項目連絡人、主要承擔單位等。 60個項目在各省的分佈情況可見下圖： 

 

儘管我國當前區域衛生信息化項目不少，增長迅速，種類繁多，功能覆蓋的範圍也很廣泛，但必須客觀地明確指出：迄今為止，

能夠全面支持新的醫改方案提出的各種需求，完全遵從衛生部標準、規範和指南的項目尚未出現。

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三、    區域衛生信息化目前面對的挑戰 

1、 缺乏明確的政策支持、管理模型和商務模型 

總體來說，我國區域衛生信息化的發展環境還不夠成熟，主要是指法律、政治、社會、文化方面。政府強調農村和社區醫療服務在

基本醫療服務體系中的重要作用，提供逐步增長的財政補貼，但這些原則將通過怎樣的制度與政策固定與貫徹還不是很清楚。 

可持續的區域衛生信息網絡需要解決這樣幾個問題： 第一，區域衛生信息網絡的外部宏觀環境是否有利於區域衛生信息網絡的生

存與發展； 第二，社會是否存在足夠雄厚的用戶基礎（如眾多中小醫院採用電子醫療記錄的程度）； 第三，區域衛生信息網絡是

否提供合理的機制來吸引用戶加入區域衛生信息網絡，並調節用戶之間可能的利益衝突； 第四， 區域衛生信息網絡是否能基本依

靠自身的服務來解決繼續發展的資金需求。 

2、缺少自頂向下的戰略規劃與總體設計 

沒有戰略規劃與總體設計，以為從實用出發、自底向上、急用先上、立竿見影是最有效的方法學。 

衛生部已經發佈了《基於居民健康檔案的區域衛生信息平臺建設指南》, 《基於居民健康檔案的區域衛生信息系統建設技術方案》

和即將發佈的《基於電子病歷的醫院信息系統建設指南》會使上述問題大為改觀，但這些指導性文件的質量和可行性尚需實踐的檢

驗，相應貫徹執行的規範、辦法、機制有待建立，效果有待評估。 

3、 基層信息化不夠成熟 

發展不平衡是我國醫療衛生信息化現狀的一大特點。根據CHIMA對全國五十家省級以上醫院信息化現狀調查，這些醫院信息系統

中已經覆蓋了電子健康檔案需要醫院提供的幾乎全部數據。如果與RHIN互聯互通，需要的僅僅是接口與標準化的工作。二級以下

醫院基本上還不能提供病人臨床診療信息，社區衛生服務和農村醫療信息化基本還是一片空白。但眾多中小醫院、社區和農村衛生

院所採用電子醫療記錄是建設居民電子健康檔案的基礎，這是一個巨大的挑戰。

Statistics of the Program 
The Training Program was launched in April 2009, with full 
support from the Association of Hong Kong and Kowloon 
Practitioners of Chinese Medicine Limited (港九中醫師公會) and 
the Sin-Hua Herbalists’ and Herb Dealers’ Promotion Society 
Limited (新華中醫中藥促進會). They have provided valuable 
comments and advices on the program design, course 
content development and promotion to their members.  We 
now have basically completed the delivery of the Basic-Level 
Lectures & Workshops as well as Lectures for the Advanced 
Level. We are now busy working on completing the delivery 
of the Advanced Level Workshops. 
 
As of the end of February, we have offered a total of 111 

Lecture/Workshop hours and the total number of participants 
reaching 1500, among them 567 attendees have met our 
requirements and are awarded with the attendance 
certificate.  All these were reported in a recent briefing 
session to all members of the Project Steering Committee and 
Project Team.  The post-training evaluation shows that more 
than 80% of the attendees would recommend this Program to 
their friends and colleagues.   
 
The Advanced Level Workshops, which are planned to be 
delivered on Sundays from early March to early May, consist 
of a total of sixteen 2-hour sessions and are now fully 
enrolled.  Its content would mainly focus on the hands-on 
skill practice on the operation of Health Care Vouchers (醫療劵) 
and two off-the-shelf Clinical Management Systems.

華中醫中藥促進會的全力支持，向所屬會員及同業推介；又對課

程設計及內容，提出非常有用的意見，除基本班的所有講課及工

作坊已於 2009 年 12 月份圓滿結束外，深造班之講課亦已於

2010 年 1 月份內完成，至今只餘深造班之工作坊尚在進行中。

於 2010 年 2 月 23 日，我們向項目指導委員會及項目小組成員

作出了簡報，統計數字顯示，講課及工作坊總時數達 111 小時，

出席總人次超過 1500，共 567 人達致所需要求而獲頒證書；且

逾 80%學員表明會推薦本課程給其他同業員。而深造班工作坊共

16 場次，已安排在 3 月至 5 月份的星期天進行，名額已滿。內

容主要圍繞醫療劵及 2 種中醫臨床管理系統軟件的操作，讓學員

試用，以認識工作流程及提升其生產力。
