Dear Members,

It is my pleasure to join the eHealth Consortium. As a member of the IT community, it is great to find
technology playing a more crucial role in healthcare and how it helps to improve care delivery.

One of the examples would be an IT system in the United States, which can be easily depleyegidelessly - in

a hospital setting, helping healthcare workers to comply with the hand hygiene compliance (HHC). According

to the Centers for Disease Control, healthcar@cquired infections (HAIsS) account for roughly 1.7 million
infections and 99,000 deaths, annually. The direct costs associated with HAIs for US hospitals are estimated to
be tens of billions of dollars per year. It is estimated that anywhere from 300 percent of HAIs can be
prevented by following HHC policies. However, most hospitals estimate that their healh AOA x T OE/
compliance rates are below 50%.

Measuring HHC has traditionally been a very manual process consisting of periodic audits and studies which
capture just a small portion of potential events, and with questionable accuracy. With hospitals increasingly

recognizing the role of HHC in the reduction of HAI and other measures, there are immense needs for
healthcare and IT industries to collaborate for the common goal of better patient care.
